Volunteer Compliance Requirements

Volunteer Services 

• Health History Questionnaire clearance required
• Negative TB Skin Test (All volunteers must obtain a new TB skin test every two 

years)
• Provide childhood immunization documentation (Measles, Mumps, Rubella 

(MMR), Tdap, Varicella)
• Provide COVID-19 vaccine and booster documentation
• Annual Flu shot documentation 

• Background Checks
• As a volunteer, it is required that TCH process a background check on all 

volunteers every two years

• Annual Required Training
• Volunteers are required to complete an annual required training
