Checklist for Excellence in Pediatric HIV Care
·   Exposed and infected children identified throughout the health facility (Under-5 Clinic, Outpatient Department, Labor and Delivery, etc.) and referred for care

·   HIV testing provided for at-risk children including those less than 18 months old

·   Brothers, sisters, and parents of infected and exposed children are offered HIV testing and care

·   Height, Weight, and MUAC obtained on all children each visit

·   Nutrition assessment made for all children each visit

·   Routine follow-up care is provided for exposed infants and for children with HIV who do not yet qualify for ART

[ ] Feeding and nutritional counseling 

[ ] Clinical review

[ ] Provision of CPT

·   Opportunistic infections are correctly diagnosed and treated

·   Children are initiated on ART based on correct clinical or immunologic staging criteria

·   Adherence level calculated and documented at each visit 

·   Disclosure counseling provided to pediatric patients when appropriate
